Baptism of a child – Lapsen kaste 			
 
This order for baptism is usually used for infants and preschoolers. When baptizing older children up to fourteen years of age, consider whether to use this order or the one for the baptism of an adolescent or adult. 
 
More detailed information about the requirements of the Church Law, the Church Order and the ecumenical agreements on religious affiliation, freedom of religion, and godparents can be found here in Finnish https://kirkkokasikirja.fi/toim/01a_lapsen_kaste.pdf 
 
The pastor who will be conducting a baptism must contact the home of the child to be baptized well ahead of time to arrange a face-to-face meeting to discuss the meaning of baptism and the practical arrangements. The pastor is to fill out the official form for registration of baptism and return it to the parish office on the next office day after the baptism. The name of the child may also be registered using this form.  
 
A baptism is usually conducted in a church, a home or some other location as agreed upon by the pastor and the child’s parents. Water is poured into the font before the service begins or just before the Great Commission (# 11) is read.

An Easter candle may be lit to burn during the entire service. The baptism may be recorded in the family Bible.

The children’s gospel Mark 10:13-16 is not optional and should always be read at the baptism of a child. Besides the children’s gospel, you may add one or more of the passages suggested here or some other Bible passage.   

Mark 10:13–16  
People brought their small children to Jesus so that he could lay his hands on them to bless them. But the followers told the people to stop bringing their children to him. Jesus saw what happened. He did not like his followers telling the children not to come. So he said to them, “Let the little children come to me. Don’t stop them, because God’s kingdom belongs to people who are like these little children. The truth is, you must accept God’s kingdom like a little child accepts things, or you will never enter it.” Then Jesus held the children in his arms. He laid his hands on them and blessed them. 

Optional passages: 
Galatians 3:26–27 
You were all baptized into Christ, and so you were all clothed with Christ. This shows that you are all children of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 

Titus 3:4–8

Baptism of an adolescent or adult – Nuoren tai aikuisen kaste 
 

This order is used when a person fifteen or more years of age is baptized and may, after deliberation, be used for a baptism of a sufficiently mature child under that age. (For legal requirements concerning the religious affiliation of children, see the introduction to the order for baptism of a child.) 

 Young persons and adults who have not been baptized can join the church after receiving instruction (rippikoulu), after which they can be baptized. 

A young person who is at least fifteen but less than eighteen years old can, with written permission from his/her guardians and regardless of their religious affiliation, ask the parson (head pastor, kirkkoherra) of a parish if they can become a member of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Finland. 

The baptismal candidate must have at least two godparents (sponsors) who are confirmed members of a church that has an Evangelical Lutheran confession or a church with which the Evangelical Lutheran Church of Finland has a ratified agreement on this matter. In addition to godparents, a person belonging to a Christian church or community that recognizes the validity of baptism administered in the Evangelical Lutheran church may also be a godparent. At least two godparents or other witnesses must be present at a baptism.  

Receiving baptism as a young person or adult also makes that person confirmed. In that case, however, the person has the right to take part in a separate rite of confirmation with others should they wish to do so. 

A baptism is conducted in a church, a home or some other suitable place. An Easter candle may be lit for the entire service. When choosing music, it is necessary to remember that a baptism is also an occasion of worship. If possible, the person to be baptized should wear an alb. The alb may be put on before the service or after the act of baptism (#13). 

The prayers and words from the ordo of the baptism of a child may also be used. The baptismal candidate may take part in choosing Bible passages and prayers to be read/used at this service.

Emergency babtism – Hätäkaste				                       
 
If it is feared that an unbaptized child may die, and a pastor is not immediately available to administer baptism, any member of the Lutheran church or another Christian can baptize the child with water in the name of the triune God. The parish office must be notified immediately after the baptism. Later, if the child survives, a special service of prayer, blessing and commemorating the baptism will be held.  
     
This order is also followed if it is necessary to baptize an unbaptized adult and there is no time to wait for a pastor. If possible, there should be witnesses present at an emergency baptism. A hymn may be sung at the ceremony.

Service of prayer for remembering baptism after an emergency baptism – Kasteen muistamisen rukoushetki sairaalassa toimitetun kasteen jälkeen 


When a child has been baptized by a lay Christian in an emergency and he/she survives, the baptism is ceremonially verified (without water) following the order given below. This happens very rarely, since a hospital chaplain is almost always available at the hospital and will officiate at the baptism. An emergency baptism in the hospital is a real and full baptism that does not need verifying. The family may want to have a ceremony at home using the service of baptismal commemoration.
